THE REGISTRATION OF POLITICAL PARTIESAND ALLOTMENT OF
SYMBOLS (THIRD AMENDMENT) ORDER,2005.

No0.SEC/PPR/2004/CR-1/D-11. — Whereas, in exercise of the powers
conferred by Article 243-K read with Article 243-ZA of the Constitution of India,
the State Election Commission has made the order i.e. the Maharashtra registration
of Political Parties and Allotment of Symbols Order, 2004, No.SEC/M C-2004/CR-
26/D-5, dated 20™ November, 2004 and published in the Maharashtra Government
Gazette (Extra-ordinary);

And State Election Commission is of the opinion that it is necessary and
expedient to amend the above order, makes the following order

This Order may be called the Maharashtra Registration of Political Parties
and Allotment of Symbols (Third Amendment) Order, 2005. It shall come into
force with immediate effect.

After para 6 of Part |11 of the Registration of Political Parties and Allotment
of Symbols Order, 2004 (hereinafter referred to as “the principle order”),
following para6 A shall be added :-

“ B.A. Concession _to candidates set up by an unrecognised
political party which was earlier recognised as a National or State Party.-If a
political party, which is unrecognised at present but was a recongnised
National Party or State Party in Maharashtra State not earlier than six years
from the date of announcement of election, sets up a candidate at an election
in a constituency in any Zilla Parishad, Panchayat Samiti, Municipal
Corporation, Municipal Council or Nagar Panchayat as the case may be, then
such candidate may, to the excluson of all other candidates in the
constituency be allotted the symbol reserved earlier for that party when it
was a recognised National Party or State Party in Maharashtra State,
notwithstanding that such a symbol is not specified in thelist of free symbols,
on the fulfillment of each of the following conditions, namely :-

(@) that an application is made to the Commission by the

Party for exclusive allotment of that symbol to the candidate set up by

it, within a week after the declaration of the programme of election by

the commission ;

(b) that the said candidate has made a declaration in his
nomination paper that he has been set up by that party at an election
and that the party has also fulfilled the requirements of paragraph 8 of
the principal Order ;

(c) that in the opinion of the Commission, there is no
reasonable ground for refusing the application for such allotment.

Provided that nothing contained in this par agraph shall apply to
a candidate set up by the said party at an election in any constituency
where the same symbol is already reserved for some other National
Party or State Party in the State”.
